	A level 2 coach will be present at every session.  No person will enter the water unless and until sanctioned by the Head coach. All swimmers to wear bright coloured swim hats to aid visibility and will be number body marked and will be checked in and out of the water by a assistant other than the coach.

All coached sessions are supervised by club swim coordinator/coach.

All participants are reasonably competent swimmers. 

Maximum numbers restricted to 30 swimmers. Coach will position himself or herself at suitable location on Lake shore/or in water to provide good visibility of the entire area that swimmers are using. The coach will have accessed to fixed on shore water safety rings, there are 3 on the perimeter of the lake. A Kayaker will support the coach to spot/look out for and help anyone in difficulties. Contact between Kayaker and coach will be verbal or whistle.. A safety pre swim briefing will take place-advising swimmers re water conditions, summoning assistance and to leave the water if advised to do so or on hearing whistles.

Diving not permitted. The area around the lake is grassed and in some areas rutted by farm vehicles.  around the lake, a parking area will be indicated to persons arriving to avoid the ruts, there is also a layby by the site entrance. A path to the  lake shore will also be indicated to swimmers.

	Coach will measure the water temperature before every session and be guided by the BT race rules for minimum and maximum water temperatures and shorten or cancel the swim session if appropriate. For the temperatures below the swim lengths will be adjusted 

accordingly: -

11C = 500M, 

12C = 1,000M

13C = 2,000M

The effect of wind chill at other temperatures should be noted. Wet suits required to be worn by all swimmers; at temperatures above 24C it is advisable for swimmers not to wear wetsuits. Acclimatizing to the water will be part of the coached session. Swimmers told not to push the amount of time spent in cold water.  Space blankets will be available. Swimmers encouraged to bring lots of spare warm clothes. Coach to give additional consideration to temperatures in relation to junior swimmers and where necessary limit their time in the water.
